LET’S BUILD CRESTWOOD'S 40TH HABITAT HOUSE!  

WHAT A MILESTONE! 

 

     Spring is almost upon us and it is time to build another Habitat for Humanity house. Each year Crestwood 

Christian Church joins with other Disciples of Christ churches in Lexington to build a home for a deserving family.  

What a great tradition! This will be Crestwood’s 40th house (42nd house for Lexington’s Disciples for Habitat).  

Through this  effort we have built more houses than any other group in Lexington.  This year the Disciples for 

Habitat will be co-sponsoring the house with downtown Lexington churches and synagogues in an effort called the 

Faith Build. 

     This year’s homeowner is Rain and her four children, Ja’Male (12), twins King and Ace (6), and Ka’Reem (5).  She 

and her children are so excited to get their new Habitat house.  The townhouse will provide space for the kids to 

enjoy as they grow up in a safe, stable environment.  Three of Rain’s children have been diagnosed with autism 

spectrum disorders, so she can’t wait to create a sensory room for the boys.  Rain works in transportation for 

Fayette County Public Schools. 

     As a co-sponsor of a house, Disciples for Habitat contributes funds for the materials.  This past year Crestwood 

raised $15,055. as our share of the costs.  Not everyone is able to work physically on building a house, but everyone 

can be a part of this vital program by contributing financially.  Our goal for this year is to raise $23,333.  With the 

increase in the cost of home building, this financial support is essential.  We will be seeking donations during the 

month of March. To make a contribution, you should make out checks to Crestwood Christian Church with the word 

“Habitat” in the memo line or place cash in a pew envelope and write your name and the word “Habitat” on the 

outside. 

     The dates for Phase 1 of the construction are tentatively April 1, 2, 3, 4, 8, 9, 10, 11, 17, 18, 24 and 25.  If you 

would like to volunteer, please register with Jordan Amis by clicking here, then choose Faith Build.  Or, just show up 

at 634 Maple St. between 8:30 AM and 3:30 PM.  No matter the skill level, there is a job for everyone. Together we 

can build a safe, affordable home for a deserving family.
